PLEASE NOTE- Minute from Club EGM dated 7th January 1997.
Purchase of a new site: A good deal of discussion was held with many members contributing on the subject of a proposal to start a separate fund to enable the eventual purchase of a Club Site which will be owned by Club Members. It had been noted at the AGM in November that National Lottery Funds may be available towards the purchase of a suitable site, but we must be ready with at least some capital available as soon as a suitable site is found. It was agreed that any vote on this subject would require a secret ballot with a 75% vote in favour to proceed and any future reversal of this process would again require a 75% vote by secret ballot at an AGM or EGM. If the process were to be reversed in the future it was agreed that the initial contribution made by members to the Capital Fund would, where possible, be returned to the individuals who had made the payment. A draft proposal had been sent to all members with the notice of the AGM, but after the discussions, the Committee were asked to amend the proposal.
“That a separate Capital Fund be set up in the name of the Club with a view to providing funds for the purchase of a suitable site.

That we transfer £1000 from the accounts of the Club to the Capital Fund as soon as is practicable.

That all new members joining the Club after today, pay an additional Capital Levy of £35 on top of their existing £5 joining fee. The Club subscriptions and joining fee are payable on joining and the new Capital Levy must be paid within six months of joining the Club  or at the first renewal, whichever comes first.

That all existing members pay £35 into the Capital Fund before May 1st 1997.

That Junior members will not pay a joining fee of Capital Levy
but will pay the £35 Capital Levy with their subscription following their 18th birthday.”
There were other proposals or amendments and a secret ballot was taken on the single proposal.

There were 37 votes in favour and 1 vote against. The Chairman declared the motion carried.
